Guide to the headings used in this chapter

Examples of the various types of information you will find in this chapter are given below. For
each country, a varying number of the headings described below will be given, depending on the
information available.

Postcode

Indicates the postcode type and its position in the address, i.e. the number of, and variations in,
the elements that make up the code and its position with respect to other address elements. A
graphic example always follows this information.

Address format

Gives the information published by the country's postal authorities on the composition and
ordering of the address, the fonts to be used and the country's specific requirements.

Addr format . i
ddress fo The Argentine Post recommendations:

- each line should contain a maximum of 40 characters;

- the following symbols should be avoided: full stop (.), dash (-), accents
(), (), () and parentheses ((,));

- in general, it is not necessary to indicate the type of thoroughfare if it is
a street (CALLE); other types of thoroughfare must be specified;

- the thoroughfare type (CALLE) is obligatory where the thoroughfare
name is a number or letter (e.g. CALLE 7, CALLE A);

- where the thoroughfare name ends with a number, the abbreviation "No"
should be used to separate the street number from the number in the
street name (e.g. 17 DE OCTUBRE DE 1945 No 1340);
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- fonts with characters between 3 and 7 mm high and no more than 7 mm
wide are recommended; the preferred fonts are Courier 12 or 15 and
Helvetica 12 or 15.

This list is only supplied where the regional code or sub-division
is an integral part of the address.
